3. The ventilating fan should not be used in where is inflamable area that may cause fire.

4. Please check the assembly parts before and after installation.

5. Please observe technique of wire installation and regulation of interior wiring ( poor connecting and fault
wiring may cause danger of fire).

6. When it shall not be operated for a long time, please disconnect the plug or break the cutout on board.

7. Do not use the fan in the back flow of gases into the room.

8. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

9. Children should be supervised to ensure that do not play with the appliance.

10. If the ventilating fan can’t operate or the supply cord is damaged, it must only be repaired by your

MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC dealer or service center.

11.The ventilating fan is to be supplied through a residual current device (RCD) having

a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA

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1. Make an opening hole on the wall at the size of outside of wood frame.

2. Install wooden frame in the hole prepared. If the hole is excessive larger than the wooden frame, it would
produce noise on operaton.

3. Remove grille, press and hold the unlocked-button and then remove the propeller.

4. Mount the main body on the wooden frame by tightening it with screws on upper and lower part of the
main body to the wooden frame. Loosen these screws off when dismounting is required.

5. The propeller can be placed by inserting to the motor shaft until "click" sounds. To remove the propeller,
just press the button and move forward.

6. Assemble the orifice to the main body. If the orifice is looseness, extend the mounting main body to make
it flush level to wall.
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( INSTALLATION LOCATION )

1. Install on a high space having clearance from ceiling and wall at least 7 cm.

2. As air ventilation required, opposite direction of air sucked should be entrance door, window, etc.
3. To prevent the contact with the propeller fan, install the ventilating fan above 2.3 m. from the floor.
4. Do not install the ventilating fan on ceiling because oil may be dropped from motor.

5. The fan is capable to mount in outside windows or walls.

2. Wear the glove to prevent injurious on fingers.
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1. To prevent accidents, always unplug the fan before cleaning. Also keep electrical parts out of water.

2. Clean the dirty parts (orifice, oil catcher, propeller fan, shutter etc.) by using soft cloth, soaked
and damped in warm water or mild detergent then wipe dry with soft cloth.

3. Do not use volatile chemicals (gasoline, benzene, thinner,spray cleaner, alcohol etc.) or other chemicals
(treated dust cloths, alkaline soap solutions, boiling water, cleaner etc.) for cleaning because all of these
can damage the plastic parts.

4. If a large amount of dust collects on the propeller fan, it may cause overheating or excessive vibration of
the motor. This can lead to burn out and other damages, so be sure to keep the propeller fan clean.
